Subject(s): English II, World Literature
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Folk tales
Grade Level: Grade 10
Materials: Pen and paper, graphic organizer, role cards
Summary (and Rationale):  This exercise will not only deepen the students’ understanding of folk tales, but it will also help them build camaraderie and cooperation skills.

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): Review briefly what makes a folktale and folktales studied previously. [5-10 minutes]
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	When given a familiar folk tale, students will work in groups to write a modernized version of the folk tale with a length of at least two pages handwritten. 
	In groups, students will be given a familiar folk tale such as “Cinderella” or “Little Red Riding Hood”. They will work as a group to rewrite and condense the story into a more modernized version of at least two pages handwritten. At the end of the time, the groups will each read their updated folktale to the class.


State the objective: [1 minute]

Assessment: [1.5 – 2 class periods]
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  

We will discuss what we have learned about folk tales so far – what makes them unique, lessons learned from them, how they originated, etc. Touch on basic writing technique review: capitalization, punctuation, and proper grammar. Start a class discussion to give a few examples of how you could maybe modernize the text – maybe change the occupation of characters, change their names, etc. [10 minutes]

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): 
Students will be divided into groups of five students. Each student will have a role within their cooperative learning groups. The roles will be as follows:

a. Leader: the leader will lead the discussion. He or she is in charge of keeping order within the group and making sure that everyone in the group has the opportunity to speak.

b. Note-taker: The note-taker will be given a graphic organizer for group brainstorming. Any ideas that the group have will be recorded by the note-taker on the brainstorming worksheet.

c. Scribe: The scribe is the person who will write the actual story once the group has decided how to proceed.

d. Reader: The reader will be the one who reads the story to the class.
e. Time keeper/Errand monitor: This is the person in the group who will make sure that the group does not go over time working on their stories. This person will also be in charge of asking questions or getting the teacher should the need arise.

The students will spend the class period and possibly some of the next class period working on their stories. After they choose a story by going online and finding an accurate version of the story, they will print it out and bring it back to the classroom to begin working. The story will need to be at least two pages handwritten in length. How the group reads the story, modifies the characters, and structures the story is entirely up to them.

The note-taker will use the graphic organizer to help the group sort out their thoughts and structure their story. Once the story is complete, and all groups in the class have finished, the class will have “story time” and the reader will read their group’s story. The story will then be turned in for assessment. [60-90 minutes]
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): 
Discuss with the class if modernizing the story helped make it more clear for them. Is the story easier to understand or harder? Would they like to do this activity again? [5-10 minutes]
VI. Independent Practice: 
No independent practice is required for this lesson.

Plans for Individual Differences: 
If a student is deaf, be sure to have a powerpoint, word document, or marker in hand in order to write down student feedback and suggestions so the student can participate as well. If a student is not a strong reader, be sure to pair the student with someone who reads very well. 
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
